Distinguished papers will be selected by Organizing Committee and published either in one of Scopus database journals, or at "Social and Humanitarian Sciences in the Far East" journal, included in State Commission for Academic Degrees and Titles List. 3. Author Notification of Acceptance by May 01, 2021.
Submission Guidelines:

· Text size: 4-8 pages. Microsoft Word text editor. Page margins: top – 2 cm; bottom – 2 cm; left – 3 cm; right-1 cm. Page orientation: Portrait. Font "Times New Roman", size 14. Single line spacing. First line of the paragraph: 1 cm indent;
· title of the report – at the top of the page in capital letters. After an interval – the author's last name, first name, patronymic; information about the author (academic degree, position, place of work); e-mail. An abstract of 100-150 words and keywords (no more than 10) is after interval. The main text is after two intervals;
· title, abstract and keywords must be translated into English;
· internal text links in square brackets. If the link is given to a specific fragment of the source text, the reference indicates the sequence number and pages on which the link object is placed. Information is separated by a comma. For example: [10, p. 215]. The list of sources and literature is compiled in alphabetical order and drawn up in accordance with the current National State Standard 7.1-2003.
Deviations from the provided requirements will result in rejections without review. Manuscripts are not returned.
